Switzerland
Canada has two official languages - English 
and French. French is the most common 
language spoken in an area of Canada called 
Quebec. Even road signs are in French, 
although in the rest of Canada, they are 
mainly in English.

Canada

Switzerland has three official 
languages - French, German 
and Italian. There is also 
another language commonly 
spoken called Romansh.

Belgium
There isn’t just one official language of Belgium, but three: 
Flemish Dutch, French and German. That’s despite fewer 
than 1% of Belgians speaking German as their primary 
language. Belgians are, as a nation, extremely committed 
to language learning.

French is also one of the main languages of the United Nations (a 
group of countries that work together to make the world a better place) 
and of the Olympics.

- create an information poster or booklet
- write and perform a rap
